Frequency of Clery Act reporting from OIP – report Clery Act incidents from previous calendar year by July 1 for the Augsburg College Annual Security Report 

Assumptions:
The Center for Global Education at Augsburg College owns and controls three study centers in Cuernavaca, Mexico; Managua, Nicaragua; and Windhoek, Namibia.  Each study center is bounded by a wall with a locked gate, therefore, there is no public property reporting requirement for the centers.  The CGE staff report all incidents and crimes that occur at these study center sites to the AVP for International programs. 
Augsburg College regularly uses hotel, hostels and host families for their student programs abroad.  It is not the policy of CGE or Augsburg Abroad to sign contracts or agreements that give Augsburg College “control” of such facilities or the homes of the host families, it is the policy of Augsburg to report all incidents and crimes involving Augsburg students that occur in such spaces, but it is our judgment that OIP is not required to report incidents and crimes that do not involve Augsburg students.
